In this book, which interweaves elements of 
art history, memoir, Midrash and self-help, Nouwenõs absorption in the story is 
so complete that the fatherõs challenge to love the son, and the sonõs challenge to 
receive that love, become Nouwenõs own. It is a beautiful reflection on father-
hood.

PAMPHLET OF THE MONTH 

Dear Parish Family, 
 

         The First Reading and the Gospel passage in todayõs 
Mass are very linked.  The Passage from Isaiah says that the 
Word of God will accomplish the ends for which it was sent, 
before returning to the Father.  In the Gospel passage, Jesus, 
the Word of God, speaks of lavishly sowing the seeds of the 
kingdom letting them fall on all kinds of terrain.  Not all the 
seeds will take root or produce much of a yield.  But that seed 
that becomes embedded in rich soil will produce unheard of results. 
           The First Reading is a pronouncement from God.  The Gospel passage is 
Jesusõ act of faith in that pronouncement as He embodies it in His ministry.  Je-
sus is modeling and teaching patience.  The spread of the kingdom may seem 
slow.  It is easy to become discouraged at times.  But Jesus totally trusts that the 
promise of the Lord will be fulfilled.  The kingdom Jesus was sent to preach and 
reveal will ultimately take root and bring undreamt results. 
            The temptation is to make the parable about ourselves.  We reflect on 
what kind of terrain we are, are we rocky or shallow or overgrown with thorns 
of sin or greed?  But first and foremost, the parable is about God and His tri-
umph.  His kingdom, slow to start perhaps, will prevail.  It is an act of faith made 
by Jesus and an invitation for us to share His trust.

Our Lady of Mount Carmel - July 16 
 

Hermits lived on Mount Carmel near the Fountain of Elijah (northern Israel) in the 12th century. They had a chapel dedi-
cated to Our Lady. By the 13th century they became known as òBrothers of Our Lady of Mount Carmel.ó They soon cele-
brated a special Mass and Office in honor of Mary. In 1726 it became a celebration of the universal Church under the title of 
Our Lady of Mount Carmel. For centuries the Carmelites have seen themselves as specially related to Mary. Their great 
saints and theologians have promoted devotion to her and often championed the mystery of her Immaculate Conception. 
 

St. Teresa of Avila (October 15) called Carmel òthe Order of the Virgin.ó St. John of the Cross 
(December 14) credited Mary with saving him from drowning as a child, leading him to Car-
mel and helping him escape from prison. St. Theresa of the Child Jesus (October 1) believed 
that Mary cured her from illness. On her First Communion, she dedicated her life to Mary. 
During the last days of her life she frequently spoke of Mary. 
 

There is a tradition (which may not be historical) that Mary appeared to St. Simon Stock, a 
leader of the Carmelites, and gave him a scapular, telling him to promote devotion to it. The 
scapular is a modified version of Maryõs own garment. It symbolizes her special protection and 
calls the wearers to consecrate themselves to her in a special way. The scapular reminds us of 
the gospel call to prayer and penanceña call that Mary models in a splendid way. 
 

òThe various forms of piety toward the Mother of God, which the Church has approved with-
in the limits of sound and orthodox doctrine, according to the dispositions and understanding of the faithful, ensure that 
while the mother is honored, the Son through whom all things have their being (cf. Colossians 1:15ð16) and in whom it has 
pleased the Father that all fullness should dwell (cf. Colossians 1:19) is rightly known, loved and glorified and his com-
mandments are observedó (Vatican II, Dogmatic Constitution on the Church, 66).
